Junior Division Shooting Team Rules


Overview:

These rules are established to create an environment for Junior shooters to advance their skills and commitment to the shooting sport as well as the Lincoln Rifle Club. These rules also allow the Junior Division Committee to set policy, the selection process for Junior Teams, as well as how travel and Match funds are spent.

Related Documents:


Other documents, available for review, supplement these rules. These documents are located at the indoor range on the bulletin boards. They include the Team Code of Conduct and the LRC Bylaws.

Team Selection:

The coaching staff at LRC determines team selection within the first 3 months of each shooting year. Teams are made up of four Juniors each along with alternates as decided upon by the coaches. Each Team will vote on a captain and follow the published team code of conduct posted at the indoor range. The coaches meet periodically to discuss the abilities of the Juniors and determine who is ready based upon the following criteria:

1) Maturity level of the Junior

2) Ability of the Junior to accept instruction of coaches

3) Ability of the Junior to grasp and master the positions and advanced aspects of 4-position precision shooting.

4) The weekly practice attendance of the Junior.

5) The Junior’s parent or guardian’s commitment to the purchase of personal equipment, weekly practice, and match attendance.

6) The Junior’s scores for each position and overall averages based upon their category and ranking. 

The number of teams may vary from year to year depending on the number of coaches and the number of shooters available at LRC. 

Team Member Responsibility:


Team members represent the Lincoln Rifle Club and must follow the established code of conduct as well as Junior Division rules set by the Junior Committee and approved by the Executive Committee. Shooting on a team is a privilege and it requires financial as well as time commitments. The LRC assists by supplying equipment to team members for the first year of team competition to offset some of the costs involved and provide opportunity to as many Juniors as possible. As shooters advance, LRC expects the Shooter to begin purchasing their own equipment to advance their skills and ensure equipment longevity and availability to other club members.  The following criteria establish the primary responsibilities of the Junior shooter while a member of an LRC Junior Team.

1) Team members and alternates must purchase match ammo from the club or a retailer for all shooting activities. Ammo must be of match grade for competitions when representing LRC. The Junior Division will only purchase match ammo for first year team shooters.  

a. Shooters will work with the coaching staff to determine which ammunition functions best in their rifle.

2) Team members must commit to attending weekly training sessions throughout the published Junior shooting year. 

a. Excessive absences may result in removal from the team.

b. Shooters must shoot a minimum of 40 shots for score per practice.

3) Each Team member must purchase personal gear after the first year to include:

a. Kneeling roll

b. Shooting glasses

c. Ear protection

d. Shooting Glove

e. Shooting Diary

f. Sling

4) Advanced Teams are expected to purchase additional gear to include:

a. Shooting Boots

b. Shooting Pants

c. Shooting Coat

d. Shooting Mat

e. Offhand Stand

f. Ammo Block

5) Recommended gear for advanced Team Members:

a. Rifle with Sights

b. Scope with Stand

c. Sturdy Rifle Case

6) Team Members may check out club equipment in accordance with LRC equipment checkout policies set by the Executive Committee.

7) Team members must pay for travel expenses and match fees for all in-State tournaments.

8) Team members must commit to attending national level competitions as decided upon by the coaches at LRC. 

a. The Junior Division Committee will vote to approve any requests for travel expenses related to the national level competitions submitted by the Coaching staff.

9) Team Members may attend other national level competitions as individuals.

a. The Junior Division Committee will review any requests for travel expenses related to these competitions. The committee will vote to approve or deny these requests based upon the Team member’s shooting progress, adherence to the rules set forth in this document, as well as budget constraints.
